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Agapanthus

Spectacular funnel-shaped florets in a round cluster that is 2100mm to 150mm across. This
is a true focal flower with strong, single stems; available in blue and white with stems of up
to one metre. Agapanthus are sometimes called African Lily or Lily of the Nile. With proper
care, Agapanthus have a vase life of 5 to 7 days.

Care & Handling

e Cut 25mm from the stems and place in 250mm-300mm of cool water with the
correct amount of floral preservative.

* Change preservative solution every 2-3 days.

« Agapanthus are ethylene sensitive. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene,
such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Alstroemeria

Each stem of alstroemeria holds many delicate, lily-like blooms, thus the common name of
"Peruvian Lily". Alstroemeria blossoms come in many shades of pink, salmon, orange, red,
yellow, purple, lavender and white with dark flecks on the petals. With proper care,
Alstroemeria has a vase life from 6 to 8 days.

Care & Handling

« Alstroemeria may appear limp. Strip bottom leaves from stem. Cut stem (preferably
underwater) and place in clean buckets with 250mm of cool water and preservative
solution.

* "Fluff out" sleeve and make sure it is level with the heads of the flowers to allow air
circulation in the bunches.

« If buds arrive too tight, put stems in deep, warm water to prompt opening.

» Alstroemeria is ethylene sensitive. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene,
such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Annual Asters

There are many species of asters, but two common varieties are the Rainbow Asters and
the Matsumoto Asters, each with blooms approximately 30mm wide and cheery yellow
Centres. Rainbow Asters are daisy-shaped, and Matsumotos have double petal layers with
scalloped foliage framing the blooms. Both types of asters have many flowers on lateral
stems, and a vase life of 6 to 7 days.

Proper cut point is 40-50% open. Asters are hardy and require no particular care other
than clean water with Chrysal floral food. The flowers are small and have thin petal texture,
therefore the blooms dry out if left out of water for extended periods of time. Because the
florets continue to develop once severed from the mother plant, it is better to receive the
product on the tight side, rather than showing full colour. Novi Belgii varieties are available
in several shades of lavender. Solid aster is yellow. Monte Casino varieties are available in



white, lavender and light blue. Solid aster tends to have a shorter vase life than the Monte
Casino types. Asters are not Ethylene sensitive.

Care & Handling

e Asters wilt easily.

« Cut 50mm off stem ends with sharp knife or flower cutters, and remove foliage
below water line. Place in preservative solution made with warm water

« Let stand outside of cooler for several hours, allowing the blooms to air out, and any
condensation developed during shipping to evaporate.

* Flowers may be displayed in or out of the cooler.

e Asters tend to foul the water rapidly.

« Bacteria can impede water uptake. Change it often

Bird Of Paradise

This exotic, tropical flower is well known for its characteristic bird-like appearance. The
bloom size is usually 100mm to 150mm and provides a dramatic display of orange, purple
and blue. This focal flower works easily with all types of tropical and some "summer
flowers" and has a vase life of 8 to 10 days.

Care & Handling

« Carefully remove any protective tape or sleeve from the flower bract.

« Birds are shipped with the flower closed to prevent damage in transit. To "open" the
blooms manually, invert stems and soak blooms in warm water for 30 minutes.
Gently pull the bloom out of the bract with your fingers.

« Remove the bloom once it shrivels and work the next bloom out of the bract. Each
bract contains 2 to 3 blooms.

Chrysanthemum — Bloemetjes and Santinis

With small, delicate blooms and multi-flowered stems, Bloomies and Santinis provide
excellent filler for both bouquets and arrangements. The Bloomie flowers are generally a
little larger, while most Santinis have an anemone shape. They are noted for their long
vase life, crisp, dark foliage and wonderful array of vibrant colours to coordinate with any
season or holiday. Santinis are the ultimate "cash and carry" consumer bunch. Both
Bloomies and Santinis have an excellent vase life of 14 to 16 days.

Care & Handling

» Strip lower 1/3 of foliage.

e« Cut and place stems in 150-200mm of cool water with the correct amount of floral
preservative.

* Change preservative solution every 2-3 days.

Bouvardia

Tubular, star-like florets form a cluster blossom at the end of thin, sometimes woody
stems. The flowers have a light fragrance and mainly come in pink, red and white. Blooms
can be double in some pink and white varieties. Bouvardia also features attractive bright
green foliage that is elliptical in shape. The vase life, with proper care, can be 14-20 days.
Carefully follow the directions below.

Care & Handling

« Cut the stem ends with a sharp knife and remove all lower leaves.

* Submerge the stem ends in 50-100mm of HOT water with floral preservative.
e Allow flowers to drink hot water for a minimum of 30 minutes.



Add tepid water to fill the bucket to half level mark and check the water daily!
Bouvardia is ethylene sensitive. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene,
such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Calla Lilies

A thick, waxy spathe (the petal) wraps around a shorter spadix in this elegant "less is
more" flower. Large white Callas are well known, but smaller, coloured Callas are becoming
more familiar. Either can provide the focal point for a spectacular arrangement or bouquet.
Vase life for both ranges between 5 to 7 days.

Care & Handling

Cut 25mm from stem and place in preservative solution (Callas require the sugar in
commercial floral preservative). To minimize curling of stem ends, use water at room
temperature.

Once flowers have taken water (2 to 3 hours) the paper collar should be removed.
Re-cut stems after a few days, as some curling will occur naturally. Replenish
preservative solution as Callas are "heavy drinkers".

Carnations/Mini Carnations

These double flowers have five ragged, saw-toothed or scalloped petals that rise from a
tubular calyx. Standard carnations are 50-75mm across and solitary on a stem, which
ranges from 300-800mm long. Mini (or spray) carnations have 3-7 flowers per stem and
the flowers are slightly smaller. The flowers have a sweet fragrance and come in many
varieties, including solid, bi-coloured and flecked. The average vase life, with proper care,
is 14-20 days.

Care & Handling

Cut 25mm off the ends of carnations and place in a fresh preservative solution,
made with warm water.

Fluff sleeves and leave flowers 1-2 hours at room temperature.

Place buckets in cooler for 4-6 hours before using for single stem sales, bouquets or
arrangements.

If blooms are extra tight, use warmer water and let sit outside cooler overnight. Be
sure preservative solution is prepared at full, recommended strength.

Carnations are very sensitive to ethylene. Keep away from all external sources of
ethylene, such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Chrysanthemum

Some common varieties are referred to as...

Pompon Spray type of chrysanthemum where each stem has several flowers.
Cushion Pompon Flower is of medium length. Petals without button in the centre.
Daisy Pompon Flower with button in the centre.

Novelty Pompon Any chrysanthemum besides white, yellow, pink, and bronze cushions,

any novelty colours. All novelty shapes.

Spider Pompon Flower with very long outer petals without button in the centre.

Button Pompon Holland/Dutch type novelty pom-poms.

Disbud One single large flower per stem produced by removing all side buds
when plant was young.

Fuiji Synonym of spider, except it is not a spray flower.

Mum Flower with very soft and long petals. No button in the centre of flower

head. Flower is very soft and cushiony on touch. Commonly produced
as a disbud. Sometimes referred to as football mum.



Daffodils

The daffodil is a cheerful, trumpet-shaped flower with a central corolla and surrounding

petals. The traditional daffodil is solid yellow, but many variations include yellow with an
orange Centre, white with an orange Centre, white with a yellow Centre and solid white.
Flowers should arrive in the "pencil" or "goose neck" stage, with buds no longer upright

and slightly open with colour showing.

Care & Handling

« Daffodils have a short vase life of 4-5 days. To slow down opening, place stems in
50mm of cold preservative solution, without re-cutting stems. Consider pre-chilling
water in cooler overnight or using ice chips in tap water to bring water temperature
down.

« Daffodils secrete a sappy substance called latex which is harmful to other flowers. Do
not mix daffodils with other flowers unless the daffodils have been in water for 24
hours and the water changed.

* Check your water level and replenish with cool preservative solution daily.

Delphinium

The Greeks named this flower after Delphinium Apollo, the God of the city of Delphi. The
flower spikes of delphinium bloom from bottom to top with cup-shaped blossoms. Dark
blue Bellamosum delphinium and light blue Belladonna delphinium are "sisters" to other
varieties in the delphinium family including hybrid delphinium, larkspur and blue cloud.

Care & Handling

¢ Cut 25-50mm off stem ends with sharp knife or flower cutters.

« Remove foliage below water line and any florets that may be damaged in shipping.
* Place in preservative solution made with warm water.

e Delphinium is a heavy drinker.

« To reduce "flower drop", check your water level and replenish with preservative

solution daily.
* Delphinium is ethylene sensitive. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene,

such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Freesia

Purchase Freesia when the first flower is open and one or two buds are showing colour on a
stem. Cut and place in a floral preservative solution. It is best to use non-floridated water,
to ward against the possibility of necrosis on the petal edges

Gerbera

A single stem flower that resembles daisy in shape, with a round centre, surrounded by flat
petals. Centres can be fancy (double form, with small fluffy petals) or basic (single form,
traditional type, with flat centres). Centre is usually a contrasting colour to the surrounding

petals.

Gerbera are susceptible to their stems collapsing because of blockage by bacteria,
therefore clean containers are essential. Non-floridated water also promotes longer vase
life of the flowers.



Care and Handling

« Gerbera stems are susceptible to bacterial blockage that will cause the flower head
to droop over. Therefore, clean water and clean, disinfected buckets should be used.

« Replenish preservative every 1-2 days. Avoid placing stems too deep in the solution.

* Keep flowers away from heat, draft and direct sunlight.

Gladioli

The impressive flower spikes of gladioli come in a wide array of beautiful colours. Long,
thick stems display individual blossoms which range from 50mm to 150mm in diameter.
Common names include "glads" and "sword lilies", which refers to its leaves which are long,
thin and pointed. With proper care and handling, gladioli have a vase life of 7 to 10 days.

Care & Handling

e Cut at least 25mm from stem ends with sharp knife or flower cutters.

* Place in preservative solution made with warm water.

 To enhance bud development, remove 25-75mm" from the tip of the flower spike.

* Glads are heavy drinkers, replenish preservative solution daily.

« Glads are ethylene sensitive. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene, such
as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Godetia

Godetia, also known as Satin Flower or Silk Flower, is a funnel or trumpet shaped flower
consisting of four petals that are arranged on the terminal spike. There are single and
double forms in shades of pale pink, orange red and violet/pink. Flowers measure
approximately 75mm across. When set in vase tight cut, closed flower buds will open if
allowed to develop.

Care and Handling

« Pinch off all the dead flowers as new ones open, all the buds will open.
« Foliage dies quickly as soon as the plant begins to flower.

* Yellow foliage is natural towards the end of the growing cycle.

Greenery — Leatherleaf

Leatherleafs' dark green foliage branches symmetrically from a central stem, starting wide
at the bottom and narrowing towards a pointed tip. This full triangular shape makes
Leatherleaf an ideal background for highlighting flowers. Re-cut stem for use.

A common problem of leatherleaf is "fern wilt" or desiccation (drying out). The exact cause
is unknown, but contributing factors can be poor farm techniques, excessive water loss by
improper storage conditions (such as low humidity and use of unprotected storage
containers) or insufficient water uptake due to stems becoming plugged by bacteria.
Choosing a quality supplier and taking the precautions outlined below will minimize wilt and
provide an average life span of about two weeks.

Greenery — Leatherleaf Tree Fern (Asparagus Virgatus)

Tree fern is a dark green, fluffy fern. It is used in all kinds of arrangements. Tree Fern has
soft, feathery shoots around a central stem. This airy look makes it a perfect filler,
enhancing the beauty of flowers.

Care & Handling
* Fern should be misted lightly as needed to keep it moist, but not soggy.



« Do not leave fern unprotected in a spot where direct air is blowing on it.

« Re-cut stems and condition ferns in clean buckets with clean, plain water for about 2
hours, particularly during "warm wilt season" (Summer).

« Use of floral preservatives has been generally found to be detrimental to the vase
life of Leatherleaf and Tree Fem. To revive dry leatherleaf, soak the entire stem in a
tub of cool water.

e Stems should be re-cut daily.

Greenery —Boxwood

Boxwood is about 500mm sprayed, dark, thin branches with small oval leaves. It is very
hardy. Unpack product and let it soak in a tub of water for several hours.

Greenery — Plumusus (Asparagus Plumusus)

Plumusus is compact and has lace-like, flat, light green leaves. It is mostly used in
garlands and rose arrangements. Keep it very moist. Do not let it dry out.

Gypsophila

Commonly called gyp or baby's breath, this species originated in the Mediterranean and
eastern Europe. Many tiny flowers are produced on branched stems giving a lacy,
snowflake appearance. The flowers are usually white, although a few pink varieties are
sometimes available.

Care & Handling

« Open gyp, shake out bunches and cut 50mm off the ends. Place in 150-250mm of
cool preservative solution.

* If your gyp is tight, use a commercial hydrating solution and hot. Place gyp bunches
in buckets and gently bounce the bunches up and down to stimulate bud opening.
Leave buckets outside cooler overnight and transfer to preservative solution in the
morning.

« Remove any brown blossoms from branches. Change preservative solution and clean
buckets daily. Re-cutting stems will encourage full blooming.

* Gyp is sensitive to ethylene. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene, such
as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Larkspur

Larkspur are poisonous hardy annual Delphinium Hybrids. Flowers are 25mm across,
arranged on a long spike. There are also branching types with several flower spikes on one
plant. Stems could be as long as 1 metre. Flowers are available in a variety of different
colours. Larkspur is ethylene sensitive and shatters very easily. Foliage turns yellow. Other
defects are disease spots on petals and stems.

Care and Handling

« Cut off 5 cm of stem, using stem cutters, a sharp knife or scissors. Place the flowers
in warm water with flower food. Put flower buckets in cooler with relative humidity of
90-95%.

« Loosen bunches in buckets for better circulation. Remove damaged flowers or
leaves. Replenish the flower food solution every day or two as needed.



Liatris
Common names for liatris include Purple Poker, Kansas Gay Feather or Blazing Star. This

tall flower opens from the top down and has a vase life of 6 to 7 days. Its long
inflorescence (flower spike) comes in violet tones and its thick stems offer versatility in

use.

Care & Handling

« Strip foliage from the bottom half of stalks.

e Cut and place in 100mm of cool water with floral preservative.
» Store in cooler after business hours.

* Change water every 3-4 days.

Lilies — Asiatic ( Lilium hybridum)

The elegant, six-petalled blooms of Asiatic lilies are cup-shaped with recurved tips, and are
usually upright on the stem. Blooms vary in size from 50mm to 100mm and include a wide
range of both solids and bi-colours with flecks of brush mark colouration in the throat.
Stem lengths are in the range of 40 cm to 130 cm.

Many varieties are available.

Lilies — Oriental Lilies ( Lilium speciosium)

Oriental lilies are the largest of the lily family. Ranging between 150mm-250mm in
diameter. Also cup-shaped with recurved petals, the fragrant blooms hang to the side of
stem (pendant) rather than upright. The orientals come in a smaller colour from pristine
white ("Casablanca") to a rosy-hued, bi-colour pink ("Star Gazer"). The stems are generally

taller than the asiatics with stem lengths 60 cm or more.

The average vase life of a stem of lilies is 10-14 days. (Individual blooms generally last 4-5
days and should be removed when they are no longer attractive.)

Care & Handling

* Unpack and inspect flowers upon arrival. Cut 25mm from stem ends with sharp knife
or flower cutters and place in preservative solution made with cool water.

« To enhance bud development, place stems in preservative solution made with warm
water. It is important to use the recommended concentration of preservative to
insure bud opening.

For use in designs, remove stamens as buds open to prevent accidental staining. If you get
lily pollen on your clothing use a dry toothbrush, chenille stem or dry towel to brush off. Do

not brush off with your hands (rubs pollen deeper into fabric). Lilies are ethylene sensitive.
Keep away from all external sources of ethylene, such as fruit, carbon monoxide and

decaying plant material.

Narcissus (Jonquils, Daffodils)

These flowers are not friendly to the other flowers in a vase when freshly cut. Narcissus
when first cut ooze a substance from their stems that is deadly to other cut flowers. These
flowers must first be allowed to re-hydrate for 24 hour before being arranged with other

stems.

Orchids
Orchids are tropical flowering plant that thrive in rain forests.



Care and Handling

« Orchids are temperature sensitive and cannot be stored in a cooler. Cold
temperatures will cause damage of flowers. Proper storage is in a tropical cooler.

¢ Orchids travel better on the spray than as an individual bloom as they don't dry out
as quickly.

« Cut stalk is inserted into a plastic vial containing nutrient solution to prevent
dehydration.

Ornithogalum
Ornithogalum thrysoides is also known as the Star of Bethlehem or Chincherinchee.

Flowers are a spiked cluster of 12-18 small star shaped flowers on a single stem. Each
flower measures 25mm across.

Care and Handling

* Unpack as soon as possible to prevent wilting and accumulation of Ethylene gas. Cut
off 5cm of stem, using stem cutters, a sharp knife or scissors.

« Place the flowers in warm water with plant food.

 Loosen bunches in buckets for better circulation. Remove damaged flowers or
leaves. Replenish flower food solution every day or two as needed.

Pompons
Chrysanthemums

Many different flower forms and colours are available, and breeders are continuously
offering new varieties, including novelties. Pompons are spray chrysanthemums that have
been created by pinching the Centre bud of the chrysanthemum plant. Flower size varies.
Among the most common are daisies (or singles), with their rings of petals (ray florets)
around Centres (disks) that are usually yellow and sometimes green. Cushion, or
decorative types have rather flat flower heads, with ray florets completely covering the
disk. The average vase life of the pompon is an exceptionally long, 14-20 days.

Care & Handling

« Strip lower 1/3 of foliage.

e Cut 25-50mm off of the ends and place in 150-200mm of fresh preservative
solution, made with cool water.

« Place buckets in cooler for 4-6 hours before using for single stems sales, bouquets or
arrangements.

« Chrysanthemums are prone to stem blockage so re-cut stems and change
preservative solution every 2-3 days.

Protea

These rugged flowers (with the exception of Pincushion, or Leucospermum variety) require
little care other than re-cutting the stem 25-50mm off the bottom and providing clean
water. The flowers should last upwards of three weeks, changing the water to keep it fresh
periodically.

Queen Anne's Lace

Queen Anne's Lace has made a big comeback in popularity. It tints well (immersion) and
should be cut on the green side (40% open), otherwise it will drop little white specks
everywhere once the florets fully open.



Care and Handing

 There is no special post-harvest treatment needed for Queen Anne's Lace. Clean
water in clean buckets will suffice.

* Queen Anne's Lace is not Ethylene sensitive.

« Itis recommend that you defoliate Queen Anne's Lace before using in bouquets
and/or arrangements.

 The foliage tends to turn yellow quickly.

Roses

Roses originated in Asia Minor and have been in cultivation for more than 5,000 years.
There are many categories for roses including hybrid tea, intermediate rose, sweetheart or
miniature rose, spray rose and garden rose. Available year-round, roses come in many
varieties with varying characteristics such as colour, bloom size, single or multi-blossom
stems, vase life, fragrance and stem length.

Hybrid Teas-The Standard Rose
One bloom per stem with sizes ranging from 2.5-100mm in bloom height. Hybrid Tea roses
generally have the longest cycle times. Roses in this category can bloom on stems as long

as 80-100 cm. Some examples of Hybrid Teas are: Royalty, Samantha, Livia, Emblem,
Isiana, Dallas, Crystalline, Dolores, Sonia, etc.

Intermediates

Roses in this category are smaller than the Hybrid Teas and usually, but not necessarily,
have flat-topped blooms. Intermediate roses usually grow to a maximum length of 40-50
cm and are generally more productive, as well as having a shorter growing cycle. Some
examples of Intermediates are: Gabriella, Golden Times, Prive, Fire and Ice, Bridal White,
Champagne, Bridal Pink, Fisco, Kardinal, Sterling Silver, etc.

Spray Roses

These are roses that have 3-6 small blooms per stem, usually less than 30mm in size.
These roses mature on stem lengths of 20-60 cm. The norm is 40-50 cm. The centre bud is
pinched during production so the remaining buds mature at approximately the same time.
Spray roses have fast growing cycles and are generally very productive plants. Varieties
grown are: Joy, Dutch Beauty, Porcelain, Francis, Nikita, Red Hawk, Evelien, Dutch Beauty,
and Seline.

Sweethearts

This category is characterized by small-sized flowers (bloom size maximum is 30mm) that
mature on stem lengths of 20-30 cm. Roses in this category generally have the fastest
growing cycles and the highest productivity per plant. The blooms of Sweetheart roses are
smaller than both Hybrid Teas and Intermediates. Sweethearts you may know are Jack
Frost, Lavender, La Minuette, llseta, etc.

Care & Handling
« Remove bottom 1/3 of foliage. Keep as many leaves as possible on the rose stem-

these help hydrate the flower.
e Cut stems (preferably underwater) with sharp, clean flower shears. Be careful not to

damage stems.



¢ Place in 150mm-200mm of warm water with floral preservative and allow to hydrate
for one to two hours before placing in cooler.

* Allow roses to condition in cooler for a minimum of 6-12 hours.

« Re-cut stems every 2-3 days and place in fresh preservative solution to prevent
clogging of stems (bent neck).

Snapdragons

Snapdragon blossoms are approximately 3-4 cm long and tubular in shape with rounded
upper and lower lips. Interestingly, snapdragons are called "rabbit's lips" in Asia, and "lion's
lips" in Holland. Around 10-15 flowers appear on each flower spike, opening from the
bottom up. A fantastic range of colours includes white, yellow, orange, several pinks,
maroon, lavender, apricot and many bi-colours.

Care & Handling

e Store uupright to avoid curving of stems. (Snaps are geotropic; they will orient
themselves and bend their stems upright in relation to gravity.) Cut 25mm-50mm
off stem ends with sharp knife or flower cutters, and remove foliage below water
line.

« Place upright in a preservative solution made with warm water

* Let stand outside of cooler for 2-3 hours.

* Flowers may be displayed in or out of the cooler. Store in cooler after business
hours.

* Replenish preservative solution and re-cut stems every other day to insure
development of entire bloom spike.

*« Snapdragons are sensitive to ethylene. Keep away from all external sources of
ethylene, such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Statice

Also known as Sea Lavender, Statice displays multiple branches of tiny funnel-shaped
flowers. Each "winged" stem has thin, sword-like leaves of dark green. The papery flowers
of statice come in a wide array of colours, including blue, violet, white, yellow, apricot,
salmon, pink, rose and lavender. Statice's versatility and hardiness make it an ideal
"staple" for every floral outlet.

Care & Handling

* Check for botrytis in the florets which appears as a beige-brownish colouration.
Remove any infected stems.

« Do not put statice into water as it often causes the stems to turn black. Also, do not
get flower heads wet.

Stock

With all the natural charm of an English country garden, the bountiful blooms of stock have
an enticing spicy-sweet fragrance. Double or single flower spikes are surrounded by slender
silver-green foliage and hold a mass of brightly coloured blossoms in white, cream, pale
peach, lavender, rosy magenta and deep violet. The vase life is approximately 6 to 7 days.

Care & Handling

« Strip off lower 1/3 of foliage as it tends to yellow prematurely. Cut 25mm-50mm off
stem ends with sharp knife or flower cutters.

« Place bunches in a bucket loosely so they can air out, in 100-150mm of preservative
solution made with warm water.



» Store outside of cooler for 1-3 hours to allow water to move up the stem into the
bloom tissues.

» Stock tends to foul the water rapidly and bacteria can impede water uptake. Change
often!

* Stock is very sensitive to ethylene. Keep away from all external sources of ethylene,
such as fruit, carbon monoxide and decaying plant material.

Tulips

This goblet-shaped bloom of six petals is Holland's most popular flower. There are literally
thousands of cultivars with various shapes and colours, including multi-colour and bi-colour
varieties. They can be grouped into four general categories, according to the shape of the
flower. 1) single tulips with rounded petals, 2) double tulips with rounded petals, 3) parrot
tulips with fringed petals, and 4) lily-flowered tulips with pointed petals. Both stem length
and size of bloom vary by variety.

The freshest Tulips show just a hint of colour at the top of the flower. Unpack upon receipt
and place in a clean vase of floral preservative solution. Make sure that the stem end
where it is cut is green, The white basal area does not drink as well. The heads may need
to be supported until they become turgid. The flowers will need to be cut periodically as
they continue to grow, even in a vase.

Care & Handling

* Unpack boxes and inspect immediately upon arrival. Do not remove sleeves.

« Tulips have a relatively short vase life (4-5 days). To slow down the opening of the
bloom, place stems in 50mm of cold preservative solution, without re-cutting stems.
Consider pre-chilling water in cooler overnight or using ice chips in tap water to bring
water temperature down.

« Tulips are phototropic and will quickly curve toward any available light source.
Snugly pack sleeved tulips upright in a bucket of cold preservative solution.

e Tulips are heavy drinkers! Check your water level and replenish with preservative
solution daily.

* Do not mix with daffodils unless the daffodils have been in water for 24 hours and
the water changed.
